	Miserable reality of struggling learners in universities
	Listen to this. ……This is a passage that appeared in the reading section of the Test in Practical English Proficiency, or as we say “EIKEN,” Grade 3. Many struggling learners in university can hardly read such easy passages when they first come into my class. I’m sure that some teachers have already known the same miserable situation of students in higher education. 

In spite of any terrible circumstances, I’m sure that some of them can make steady progress and others a great deal of progress.

	Overview of Preceding studies on remedial programs
	According to several studies on remedial education, learners take three steps to achieve comprehension of text. First, they identify single words accurately. Then, after the words are recognized automatically, learners read words fluently. Finally they can pay sufficient attention to comprehension of text. Struggling readers direct attention to the sound of words. When the words are decoded, they switch attention to comprehension and try to understand what is described in the text. The reading rate is considerably low. Once they understand a part of the text, the next decoding process allows it to disappear from their minds.

Our students are under the same conditions. If teachers want to guide them into the door of learning English, our first step should be to nurture the decoding skills. I’m going to show you this process through my teaching practices.

	First several weeks of instruction
	The first two or three weeks, my students have to get used to operating and utilizing computer software and learning supporting homepages. They can be exclusively and intensively occupied in these tasks because we have two lessons a week.

	Scenes of daily lessons
	Now, let me show you my classroom after the first several weeks. Before I enter the classroom, students turn their computers on and begin the tasks of the day presented on the homepage. This is the typical and usual scenario. 
My philosophy of remedial education is “less efforts, much gains.” I mean, less explanation provides students with more chances for activities. This helps teachers pay more attention to the processes and results of individual students.

	Step 1 

Instruction for acquiring decoding skills
	This is the learning support homepage to which I upload before my lesson. My students can read the easy texts while listening to the model audio data. In this step all I have to do is to confirm students can read the text aloud following the audio data. This task is quite important for students to acquire the decoding skills.

	Step 2 

Instruction for using computer software
	In the second step, I raise the attitudes and skills of autonomous-reading-aloud among my students. Computer software is very helpful to raise autonomous learners. In my lesson I use the software called “SpeaK!” presented by Lighthouse, Inc. 

Let’s take a look at my classroom again. Students always begin to read texts aloud with “SpeaK!” as soon as the lesson starts.

This is the story report, the evaluation sheet “SpeaK!” provides. “SpeaK!” can evaluate students’ performance of reading aloud. It can colorfully visualize the score on the display like this. 

“Speak!” can load any texts in English, transcripts of movies or news programs like CNN. It can open the gate into the final step of advanced instruction for reading aloud performances.

	Step3 Instruction for reading aloud performances (Advanced tasks)
	After one course is completed, some students, as we say “repeat students”, take another course to improve their competence. For these students, I introduce higher level of teaching materials like transcripts of movies or news programs.

Many of them don’t have enough skills because they started learning English as struggling learners. But in step 3, they are highly motivated so I can risk the harder trials.

You’re watching the last scene of the movie called “Terminator 3.”
Students try to read the transcript aloud while listening to the soundtrack. I record their performance. After school I edit the movie. Take away the original soundtrack and put the voice data of a student’s performance. 

Take a look at this. It’s just like a voice-over narration performed by the student. 

The same procedure can be used for the task of shadowing the transcripts in news programs. 

I shoot for the performance of shadowing through intensive reading aloud practices. Students on the video look like the anchorperson. This is the task called “an impersonating shadowing performance”. 

Watch this.

To be a successful performer they need to attend successive practices. The future seems a long way off.

He finally took the successful take through marathon practice. I kept on recording for 90 minutes. Onlookers around him were watching him.
